The Task

The Process

Choose a reader, a recorder, a reporter, and an editor. Each group member will notetake and list reasons why the earth is being destroyed. Write ways to stop the destruction of the earth.

1.The world’s human population has been increasing extremely fast. What problems can this cause? What are solutions to this problem.

2.Animal population is separated when their habitat is moved? What causes this separation to occur?

3.Seeds are planted in the soil. What causes them to get lost in the soil? Can anything be done to avoid this?

	The work is at a beginning stage. The author does not appear to have a good grasp of subject matter. There are few details and/or many inaccuracies and mistakes in logic. Graphics, if present, may be largely unclear, inappropriate, or inaccurate. The written sections may seem too short, and/or the language may contain so many errors that it is difficult to understand. Or, the writing may be almost entirely in "borrowed" adult language. The overall appearance is likely to be untidy or unimpressive.
	The work may show flashes of quality, but could be improved in several important ways. For example, the work may suggest a superficial and incomplete understanding of subject matter, with several inaccuracies or errors in logic. The written work may also contain several serious errors in spelling, grammar, punctuation, and/or capitalization, etc.-or it may be written at least partially in "borrowed" adult language. Illustrations (e.g., charts, graphs, diagrams, etc.) may be lacking altogether, or may be carelessly constructed and/or improperly labeled. The overall appearance may be untidy.
	The work is acceptable, but could be improved in a few important ways. For example, the author's understanding of the subject matter may seem incomplete, contain some inaccuracies, or be lacking in details. Some parts of the presentation may not make sense. The writing may contain several errors in grammar, punctuation, spelling, and/or capitalization. There may be some mislabeling of graphics or design mistakes (e.g., a bar graph where a line graph would be more appropriate). The overall appearance is generally neat.
	The work is exemplary. It shows an excellent understanding of the subject matter, with plenty of accurate details. Knowledge about the subject is thoughtfully applied, and makes good sense. The work is written in the author's own words. Words are well-chosen, and mistakes in grammar, punctuation, spelling, and capitalization are generally avoided. The work is carefully illustrated with useful tables, charts, diagrams, and/or a model-all properly labeled. The overall appearance is neat and professional.
