Advisor/Coach Rules & Expectations

e Advisors/Coach will create a daily itinerary for student participants and parents
with a schedule for each day. A copy should be given to the Administrator
overseeing clubs/activities.

o Changes should be communicated with parent/Admin.

e Advisors/Coach are responsible for students at all times and should not be
leaving hotel/dorm without proper supervision of student-athletes at hotel/dorm.

e Advisors/Coach should routinely check in with students routinely including
setting a curfew and do nightly room checks to ensure student-athletes are in
their rooms.




Student - Rules & Expectations (1 of 2)

o Students are to follow with the packing list provided by coach/advisor

o During overnight trips and other school or school-sponsored trips, all school
rules, guidelines, and policies remain in effect. Including dress code and
phone usage. Ie: Photography and video are prohibited in the hotel/dorm
room similar to that of a locker room per SB Policy 237 Electronics

o Violating curfew will result in disciplinary actions including suspension
from organization/team.

o Students are to stay in the room to which they are assigned. In other
words, students are not to enter other student’s room.




Student - Rules & Expectations (2 of 2)

o School employees and other identified adult chaperones are in charge of all
trips and have the right to conduct searches of rooms, luggage and
personal belongings.

o0 School/District Administration will conduct a pre-trip search of student’s

person, luggage and personal belongings prior to departure for the overnight
trip.

o It's the responsibility of each and every student to speak up if they witness
or experience something inappropriate. (Go to advisor, coach, administrator,
etc.)
