Christine Sable, Heatherson Way, said that she believes that drug testing is the responsibility of the parents, not the school district.  She listed several concerns about the proposed drug testing policy.  One is that the policy will entrap kids that might be one time or occasional users.  She feels there are several instances where false positives could pose a problem.  She is also concerned that student privacy could be compromised.  

Bart Shaffer, chastised the Board saying he finds it appalling that the district is not fighting Brethren Village on the tax issue.  He urged the district to challenge the court and legislators on tax exempt status for retirement communities.
