International Baccalaureate Sample Student Schedule
Students enrolling in the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme at Manheim Township typically take two-year courses in IB English, IB History (History of the Americas and 20th Century Topics), IB Mathematics, and a second language (German, French, or Spanish). Additionally, most students take a one-year science course (IB Physics or IB Chemistry), and a sixth IB course: either IB Economics, IB Music, or a second IB science course. Students will also take a two-semester IB course, Theory of Knowledge, in spring of their junior year and fall of their senior year.
