If you had late arrival or early 
release for first semester, and wish to continue for the second semester, YOU MUST REAPPLY.  Qualifying seniors and juniors 
will be approved based upon good academic (including CRP completion), disciplinary and financial standing (school debt 
free).  You do not need to reapply for CLUB EARLY RELEASE - that will remain in effect for the remainder of the school year.  Once 
your application has been reviewed, you will receive a status update email from Mrs. Loke letting you know if your application 
has been approved or denied. You may not arrive late/leave early until you receive this confirmation email.  Please allow at 
least 24 hours for approval.  There will be NO SENIOR PRIVILEGE on Wednesday, January 24th – the first day of Semester 2.
